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Process to Incorporate EO6 Principles into DAS Construction Projects

The intent of the process is to incorporate applicable EO6 principles into DAS construction projects. These process requirements are applicable to new construction/construction renovation projects funded by DAS appropriations beginning FY10.  They do not apply to projects that are continuations of previously started projects unless there is an opportunity and compelling reason to incorporate EO6 principles into project continuation.  The DAS Energy Manager is the single point of contact for assessing EO6 potential, compliance, and results reporting. 

EO6 principles require a project’s energy performance be 15% greater than that required by the current state energy code.  The energy code is the basis for project design.  EO6 principles also require that projects incorporate state sustainable design standards as applicable.  The DAS EO6 process presumes that LEED certification will not be pursued.  
A. Initial Project Screening (Prior to Design)
1) DAS Energy Manager reviews each project summary for EO6 elements and proposes EO6-compliant construction standards.

2) Client Agency determines whether to conduct a feasibility study regarding EO6 compliance and commits agency funds to perform the study.

B.   Accept or Reject EO6 Standards for Project (Prior to Bid)

1) A/E firm assesses energy savings and incremental costs for EO6 compliance.

2) Client Agency determines whether or not to proceed with EO6 compliant elements in the project and commits funds for the estimated incremental cost increase for compliance.   
C.   Project Implementation: 
1) DAS/GSE Project Managers and A/E firms ensure EO6 standards are met in all project stages.
2) A/E firm quantifies energy savings post-installation.
